Prokaryotic Cell Structures (with functions)










STAINING:  In nature, bacteria are small and colorless, making them difficult to see, even with the light microscope.  To view these micro-organisms, we stain them with a dye that is absorbed by the cell wall.  Whether a cell stains Gram-negative or Gram-positive relates to the amount of peptidoglycan in the cell wall.
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
